From Pastor Wendee Nitz

Greetings!

This past summer, our congregation took the time to

worship. Thank you for your positive feedback regarding the content of those moments. Many of you said

that you now understand the sense of urgency facing our faith-family. We heard that God first reached out

to us and, therefore, we are to reach out to others with the Good News. God wants and needs the healing
grace and |l ove of Jesus to be shared with al/l of God
of us as disciples of Jesus Christ.

Over the summer, we talked about Inviting, Welcoming, and Befriending people on their journeys of faith
here at OCCUMC. We also took a number of surveys to gain a glimpse into our readiness and openness
with visitors and guests. | believe we are more ready than we think we are!

When people participate in the life and ministries, as disciples of Jesus Christ, here at OCCUMC, we know
that we need to be a part of a small group: study, team, in-house ministry, and/or out-reach ministry. Now,
we just need to act on this knowledge.

For some time now, our faith-family has shied away from inviting people to worship on Sunday mornings.
We also find it difficult to volunteer ahead of time to help out with a number of the hospitality ministries on
Sunday mornings (usher, acolyte, greeter, liturgist, etc.). In addition to these challenges, we find connecting
with an on-going ministry something that may not have been a priority in our lives.

One of this past summerés surveys asked three quest:i
1. Why do people need Jesus?

2. Why do people need the church?

3. Why do people need our church?

Your responses to these questions reflected our Mission Statement (see above). You spoke about how our
faith-family is a place where you experience love and forgiveness, hope and healing, and connection and

deeper relationships. You commented on the importance of worshiping with a community of believers

where ALL are welcomed, forgiven, and set free. You made sure that we knew that growing in your faith is

a priority so that you can learn to do Godbés work in
acts of kindness are paramount to your understanding of what God wants you to do in your life. And finally,
becoming a follower and disciple of Jesus Christ gives direction to your life and telling others about that

Good News will help their lives also.

Living as disciples of Jesus Christ helps us see the good in life, be grateful, do justice for and with our
nei ghbor, t el | the stories of Jesus to others, ri sk
people in every part of our lives.

Next month, we will talk about other questions on the surveys:
1. How can we help to make each of our experiences here at OCCUMC better?
2. How can you help bring others to God?

We are continually growing as disciples of Jesus Christ. Take the risk to engage in a new way of
encountering the Spirit, connecting with other travelers on the journey, and deepening your relationship with
God.
