Worship Schedule - October  

Thank you to everyone who took time to complete a survey or talk with others about the possibility of having 

only one service this fall. Based on the survey feedback and logistics of Sunday mornings, the Administrative 

Council voted to hold worship at 9:00am and Sunday School at 10:30am beginning September 8. This is a 

big change, and I know change is difficult.  

 

I see this move as a positive and hopefully short-term change. With the Altar Choir at nearly every service, 

our praise through song will be more robust and in tune. We will no longer be divided as "early service" or 

"late service" people. Visitors will find a lively and energetic crowd each Sunday. We only have to find 

ushers, greeters, and liturgists for one service a week.  

 

Several surveys indicated that the half hour between service and Sunday School seemed to be too long. The 

Administrative Council discussed this in great length. We want to give Sunday School teachers enough time 

to get to their classrooms to take care of any tasks before they greet their students. This fellowship time will 

be evaluated on an ongoing basis. If needed, we have a few ideas to keep small children occupied while they 

wait for Sunday School to begin. 

 

I thank you for being open to this change. Please feel free to contact me this  summer with any questions, 

comments, or concerns.

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As your lay person to annual conference, this was my 4th year in attendance .  The theme of the conference 

was ñWilderness,ò which reflects the very real crisis within our conference and within the denomination as a 

whole regarding the issue of human sexuality. 

There were 24 action items on the agenda, as well as elections of delegates and reserve delegates to the 

General and Jurisdictional Conferences to be held in 2020.     3 delegates to General Conference, 3 dele-

gates to Jurisdictional Conference and 3 reserve delegates were elected for both clergy and laity.   If you 

would like the names of the delegates, I urge you to go online to the Wisconsin Conference Website.  Alter-

nately, I do have the names in my notes. 

As part of the conference, various awards are given out and recognition given to individuals for their ser-

vice.  Two of these are of special interest to our congregation.  First Rev. Carol Miller was recognized for 50 

years of service to our denomination.   Another former pastor of this church, Rev. Edward Johnson, was 

awarded the Lois C. Olson ñMinistry of Memory Awardò by the Commission on Archives and History.  This 

award is given to recognize and encourage excellence in archival and historical work in our local churches 

and our Annual Conference. Rev. Johnson was a loyal volunteer in our Conference Archives before health 

issues forced him to slow down.  Unfortunately, neither of them was present for me to congratulate on your 

behalf.   

For those who are seeking new mission opportunities, a need for volunteers to help rebuild after flooding in 

parts of the state was brought forward to the conference.  Materials are available, but more volunteers are 

needed to do the work.  There are opportunities for teams of people as well as for individuals.  I have more 

information if anyone is interested. 

Four worship services as well as other opportunities to meet together were offered in addition to the work 

sessions.   We also benefited from a Bible Study led by Peter Miano, Executive Director of the Society for 

Biblical Studies. He spoke about the crisis facing our churches today, and how Biblical interpretation influ-

ences that crisis.  He said: 

ñToday our churches are facing a crisisé a crisis of Biblical illiteracy. It is not a crisis about the bible. It is a 

crisis about how we interpret the Bible and how we apply it in our world.ò 

Action items included budget and other business of the Conference.  You can also read about them on the 

Conference website.  One of interest to me was Action Item 24 on racism, calling for the need for anti-racist 

training.  The need for this was underscored by personal experiences within the church of clergy and laity 

alike.  Another interesting Action Item was #13 regarding the proposed sale of the WI UM Conference Cen-

ter in Sun Prairie.  This item was defeated. 

The most highly anticipated Action Item was #12, dealing with Wisconsinôs response to the adoption in Feb-

ruary by the Special General Conference of the ñTraditional Planò regarding human sexuality.  In this plan, 

pastors can be charged for performing same ï sex marriages and cannot be professed practicing homo-

sexuals.  It basically upholds the wording currently in the UM Discipline, with an extra emphasis on ac-

countability and punishment. A majority of those in attendance opposed this plan.  Some confrontations 

between individuals took place, resulting in the Bishop making a statement that such bullying and threat 

making would not be tolerated.  As a result, it was anticipated that the discussion of this Action Item would 

be hot and heavy.  Imagine the shock when the following amended resolution was passed with almost no 

discussion at all:

ñTherefore be it resolved the Wisconsin Annual Conference (WAC) rejects the decision of the 2019 General 

Conference to pass the Traditional Plan and apologizes for the harm that it has caused LGBTQ+ persons, 

their families, their friends, and the body of Christ.  We affirm that all persons of individuals of sacred worth, 

created in the image of God, but we also assert and affirm that no human being is incompatible with Chris-

tian teaching. 

Be it further resolved that in the event of formal complaints concerning LGBTQ+ matters, WAC missional 

and ministry resources shall be expended only for the purpose of fair and just resolutions that affirm the sa-

cred worth of all persons and not for clergy trials pertaining to LGBTQ+ ordination and marriage.ò 

In addition, the Conference approved a motion to forward to General Conference 2020 a resolution to re-

move the language in the Discipline which discriminates against the gay clergy and membership in the 

United Methodist church. 

Unfortunately, I believe this issue will lead to a split in our denomination. At the very least, churches and/or 

individuals will leave in order to find faith communities more in line with their beliefs. Please keep the United 

Methodist church in your prayers.
